Software Installation Policy

Definitions

Software – Any form of computer program that is installed over the operating system, whether from CD, disk, or downloaded from the Internet.

Role of Systems Administrator

To ensure that software piracy is not prevalent, and to ensure that license agreements are being upheld.  The Canadian Copyright Act punishes software piracy with a minimum of a $20,000 fine for each infringing work, to a maximum of a $1 million fine and a jail term of up to five years.

Role of Staff

To ensure that the Systems Administrator is notified when a program needs to be installed on their computer.  

Procedure

When software needs to be installed on any ORGANIZATION’S NAME-owned computers or laptops, the staff should notify the Systems Administrator.  The Systems Administrator will then install the software, ensuring that proper licensing is in place, and that the software is installed properly.
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
